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Mission: The Barnard Library and Academic Information Services Committee acts as an advisory committee to the College on issues related to the Library, computing, and academic technology. In recent years the committee has discussed issues such as the pros and cons of an online course catalog, webmail, the use of laptops in the classroom, and possible changes and modifications to eBear. 

Members: The committee is a Tripartite Committee, meaning that its membership includes students, faculty and administration.  Administrators include the Dean of Information Services, who chairs the committee, and the Dean of the College.  There are four student representatives — three appointed and the elected Representative to the Engineering Student Council.  If you apply, you are vying for one of the three appointed positions.   

Meeting Times: The committee meets three times a semester—once in October, November, and December, and once in February, March, and April. The meetings are on Wednesdays, from 9:30-11:00am. If you apply, you are confirming that you will be able to attend this meeting time for all six meetings. This means that your class schedule will not interfere with your ability to attend these meetings. 
Appointments Process: Your application for this position will be considered by the Student Government Association's Appointments Committee.  This committee acts as an advisory board to the SGA Representative Council, advising who to appoint to SGA committee positions. This is a secret committee; the identity of all members is kept anonymous in order to allow for critical and honest recommendations of candidates for SGA.  Your application will be considered anonymously.  Once the committee has reviewed all applications, they will make recommendations to the SGA Representative Council.  The SGA Representative Council will vote on the recommendations of the Appointments Committee at the SGA Representative Council meeting.  If you have any additional questions about the process, please contact Vice President Student Government at sgaappointments@gmail.com.
