Members: The committee is comprised of 15 students. Ideally each of the 15 students will represent a certain population from the Barnard Community (BC 2007, BC 2008, BC 2009, BC2010, Commuter Student, Student Athlete, International Student, LGBTQ Student, Well-Woman Peer Educator, RA). 

Meeting Times: The committee will meet bi-monthly on flexible schedule. Additionally every month it will meet with Health Services administrators on Friday afternoons. 


Appointments Process: Your application for this position will be considered by the Student Government Association's Appointments Committee.  This committee acts as an advisory board to the SGA Representative Council, advising who to appoint to SGA committee positions.
