SGA Minutes for 3.10.08

Reni Calister moves to approve the agenda by voice vote. Remi Coker seconds. April 25th informal event at Radio Perfecto for SGA.

I.    McAC- the clothing drive will end tomorrow. The Emily Gregory dinner is coming up the week we get back from break. You can RSVP by Friday if you want to go. There will be a Spring Day the week we get back from break as well. Spirit Day is in progress for April 15th.

II.    Report of Executive Council

a.    Laura- Barnard Hall will be going wireless over spring break. We will be getting a statement about confidentiality of billing between BC and CU. Trying to get communications to create an official SGA logo for the ages. We are working on getting panels on the lawn removed. We are hoping to end sign up sheets for classes by starting with the English Department.  We have been asked to send two representatives to a security and sustainability meeting from SGA. We would like two non-seniors to be a part of the planning process. Email soon because they’d like to set up the committee soon. The covering of the wall will be replaced after spring break. The ethnic studies scholar committee is going well. Provost will cover travel costs for the speakers and will be sending out invitations soon. It will be April 9th and is moving forward full-force. The elections committee is coming up with big poster descriptions of each position. If you want to run, don’t announce yet, until we've changed the rules which will happen next meeting.  

b.    Lara- Motion to approve SGA's contribution to the end of the year event by Francesca Proccianni by voice vote. Reni Calister seconds.  

i.    Svati- How do we determine funding for events that are off-campus versus on-campus as the campus expands? Because we shouldn’t cut back off-campus funding for events that all students on-campus attend, especially since our idea of campus is changing.

ii.    Lara- Literary criticism magazine--$100, Peace by PEACE funding--$167.  There will be a Green Umbrella Bus Tour for 24 students but will only take 5 Barnard students--$150.  Varsity show asked for $3000 and we recommend $2000. It’s money well-spent. The final request is for the Iranian Students Association for their cultural show--$300. Mai motions to accept all the sponsorships except Peace by PEACE and the Varsity Show by voice vote, motion passed.  

iii.    Francesca- I think it is foolish for us to give so much money to an event that most of us are angry about afterwards.

iv.    Remi- I think it’s really important to realize that at least 60% of the Varsity show has Barnard participation and it’s a huge campus-wide event.

v.    Svati- I agree with Francesca. I don’t think we should necessarily follow what other councils are spending. It's our right to act independtly.

vi.    Lara- We’re already giving less than the ratio of the other councils and if we give much less it will seem that we don’t support our students.

vii.    Jamie- Looking at the ratio is a good way to see how to give to the event. Also, Lerner fees are so ridiculous, so if we don’t give them the money, it could make it difficult to put the event on. There will be repercussions if we don’t give the money.

vii.    Keondra- I was just wondering what else they are doing to raise money for their event

ix.    Lara- They put ads in their programs and ticket sales.

x.    Keondra- I feel like most organizations have to do their own additional fundraising. It seems crazy that they just ask councils for money.

xi.    Laurie- I don’t think comparing Varsity Show to Peace by PEACE is appropriate because one is a campus event and one isn’t. Also, musicals are extremely expensive. There are tons of costs to this event and I think we should support it since Barnard students will be involved in the show and going to the show.

xii.    Remi- I don’t think we should refuse funds because we are unhappy about the way they portray Barnard students in the show.

xiii.    Jamie motions to pass the funds for Varsity show by voice vote, Jane seconds. Motion passes.

xiv.    Jamie- I agree that Peace by PEACE is a great cause and it involves a lot of students, but I feel that we usually trust what the committee decides.

xv.    Maria- I think we’re at the point where we have limited funds for the rest of the year so we have to be careful about what we spend.

xvi.    Keondra- as for micromanaging, we make it clear that you can lobby for more funds if you want more. Since no one made the effort to increase funds by coming to the meeting, it shows they don’t care as much.

xvii.    Reni- $167 seems low and I think we should allot $205.

xviii.    Reni makes a motion to change the amount of money given to Peace by PEACE by voice vote.  Two abstained. Motion passes.

c.    Christina Chang- President Shapiro's Student Reception has been moved up to April 15th.  That'll be the day of the "topping off" ceremony, where President Shapiro will be putting up the last piece of the Nexus.  It will be a big deal and President Shapiro has been very involved so they thought it would be a nice gesture.  It will be taking place from 4-6pm.  VP Gildersleeve is thinking of a tent event. The Board of Trustees and members of the community will be invited. They are hoping to get the Big Apple Circus to come.

i.    Remi- I just think this sounds like a lot of money to blow on an event when we are so limited with our co-sponsorships.

ii.    Christina- This will cost significantly less than what we had originally had planned for May.

iii.    Angel- So there will be students involved in this?

iv.    Christina- Yes, I have a list of students who will be working on it. But I’ll pass around a sheet now to see if more people want to be involved. Also, CCO is on Saturday, March 29th. It will be 9-4. It will be free and they feed you.

d.    Sarah- When Dean Denburg was here, we discussed the white papers that we as SGA will submit to help President-elect Debora Spar. Please sign up now if you would like to help write the white papers.  This committee will bring the list of potential topics to the next rep council meeting, so that we can all talk about what should be included. Also, we have notified you all so that you are aware of your attendance so far. The impeachment process begins after you have missed 2 meetings.
