Representative to the Columbia College Student Council
Article I: DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 9. The Representative to the Columbia College Student Council (CCSC)

Clause 1. The Representative to CCSC shall serve as a liaison for Barnard College to Columbia College.

Clause 2. The Representative to CCSC shall act as a liaison between Barnard and Columbia athletics for

athletes and dancers. She shall also communicate general student concerns about athletic facilities.

Clause 3. The Representative to CCSC shall attend weekly CCSC meetings held on Sunday evenings.

Clause 4. The Representative to CCSC shall serves on the Midnight Mania committee along with the

Representative for University Programming. Midnight Mania is the kick-off event for the Columbia

University basketball season.

Clause 5. The Representative to CCSC shall work with the women’s basketball team to organize Barnard

Night, the annual celebration of the Columbia-Barnard Athletic Consortium.

Clause 6. The Representative to CCSC shall serve as a member of the Representative Council.

Article III: THE REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL
Section 2.
Duties of Representative Council Members

Clause 1.   All Representative Council members are required to fulfill the duties of their specific offices and committees as stated in Article I and in the Constitution.

Clause 2.   All members are required to attend Representative Council meetings as stated in Article V.

Clause 3.   Any member of the Representative Council may invite an outside representative or another member of the SGA to appear and report on his or her activities.

Clause 4.   Each week, every member of the Representative Council is responsible for submitting reports to the VPC, prior to the next SGA meeting.

Clause 5.   All members of the Representative Council are required to keep one office hour per week in the Student Government Association Office.

Clause 6.   All members of the Representative Council are expected to assist in Executive Board and general SGA initiatives.
