Representative for Diversity

Article I: DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 12. The Representative for Diversity

Clause 1. The Representative for Diversity shall work to promote dialogue and inclusion across issues

including, but not limited to, race, class, ethnicity, sexual orientation, religion, creed, physical ability, age

and geographic location.

Clause 2. The Representative for Diversity shall serve as a liaison for students with concerns about these

issues in all aspects of campus life, including, but not limited to, in the classroom, student services

offices, and dealings with the administration.

Clause 3. The Representative for Diversity shall work with the students sitting on the President’s

Advisory Committee on Diversity and will sit on the planning committees for all cultural months.

Clause 4. The Representative for Diversity shall hold monthly small discussions on one of the issues

listed above for students to make connections, learn from each other and to foster a spirit of community.

Clause 5. The Representative for Diversity will chair the Building Bridges Committee, composed of

Rep. Council members and other students, to assist her in planning monthly discussions.

Clause 6. The Representative for Diversity shall coordinate with cultural clubs to arrange for a monthly

Rep. Council meeting where all club leaders attend; she will additionally facilitate Rep. Council members

in attending club meetings.

Clause 7. The Representative for Diversity shall serve as a member of the Representative Council.

Article III: THE REPRESENTATIVE COUNCIL
Section 2.
Duties of Representative Council Members

Clause 1.   All Representative Council members are required to fulfill the duties of their specific offices and committees as stated in Article I and in the Constitution.

Clause 2.   All members are required to attend Representative Council meetings as stated in Article V.

Clause 3.   Any member of the Representative Council may invite an outside representative or another member of the SGA to appear and report on his or her activities.

Clause 4.   Each week, every member of the Representative Council is responsible for submitting reports to the VPC, prior to the next SGA meeting.

Clause 5.   All members of the Representative Council are required to keep one office hour per week in the Student Government Association Office.

Clause 6.   All members of the Representative Council are expected to assist in Executive Board and general SGA initiatives.
