SGA President

Article I: DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 1.
The President

Clause 1.  The President shall preside at all meetings of the Student Government Association's Executive Board.

Clause 2.   The President shall be a voting member of all committees so stated in the Statutes of the College and the Trustees Committee on Student Life and in the By-laws of the Tripartite Committee Structure.

Clause 3.   The President shall act as the chief liaison between the student body and the Faculty and Administration.

Clause 4.   The President shall be responsible for the Student Government Association's external relations with other colleges and institutional organizations.

Clause 5.   The President shall assist in and be advised of the activities relating to convocation and commencement.

Clause 6.   The President shall act as chief liaison with the student divisions of the University.

Clause 7.   The President shall attend all Representative Council meetings.

Clause 8.   The President shall:

1) Be responsible for student appointment to Trustee and Alumnae Advisory Committees, in consultation with the Executive Board.

2) Be responsible for dispersing all information from weekly Dean's Meetings to the entire Representative Council during the President's Report.

Clause 9.   The President shall be the chairperson of the Elections committee in charge of all College Elections.
Clause 10.   The President shall coordinate with the Vice President of Student Activities to organize and plan an annual leadership retreat.

Article II: THE EXECUTIVE BOARD
Section 1. Duties of the Executive Board

Clause 1. The Executive Board shall be comprised of the President, VPSG, VPSA, VP Finance, and VPC

Clause 2. The executive board shall have weekly meetings presided over by the President with minutes

taken by the VPC.

Clause 3. At each meeting, each officer will be given the opportunity to report on her current and planned

activities.

Clause 4. Four members of the Executive Board must be present for there to be quorum.

Clause 5. Each Executive Board officer shall have a minimum of five office hours per week in which they

are physically present in the SGA Office.

Clause 6. Each Executive Board officer shall be an advisor to at least one Representative Council member

and Class Council. Advisors shall be assigned in September.
