VPSA

Article I: DUTIES OF OFFICERS
Section 3.
The Vice President of Student Activities (VPSA)

Clause 1.   The VPSA shall be a voting member of all committees so stated in the College Statutes.

Clause 2.   The VPSA shall organize, in conjunction with the Community Affairs Representative, a Fall Clubs Day and an optional Winter Clubs Day.

Clause 3.   The VPSA shall advise the Vice President for the Student Government on the revision of the By-Laws concerning student organizations.

Clause 4.   The VPSA shall chair the Leadership Awards Dinner Committee.

Clause 5.   The VPSA shall maintain a contact list of SGA recognized clubs and organizations.

Clause 6.   The VPSA shall serve as the co-chair of the Budget Committee along with the VP Finance of SGA.

Clause 7.   The VPSA shall coordinate with the President of SGA to organize and plan an annual leadership retreat.

Clause 8.   The VPSA shall be responsible for maintaining the Clubs Registration process.

Clause 9.   The VPSA shall oversee the functioning and activities of all Barnard recognized clubs, as well as, keep record of all club constitutions.

Clause 10.  The VPSA shall attend InterGreek Council board meetings.

Article II: THE EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1. Duties of the Executive Board

Clause 1. The Executive Board shall be comprised of the President, VPSG, VPSA, VP Finance, and VPC

Clause 2. The executive board shall have weekly meetings presided over by the President with minutes

taken by the VPC.

Clause 3. At each meeting, each officer will be given the opportunity to report on her current and planned

activities.

Clause 4. Four members of the Executive Board must be present for there to be quorum.

Clause 5. Each Executive Board officer shall have a minimum of five office hours per week in which they

are physically present in the SGA Office.

Clause 6. Each Executive Board officer shall be an advisor to at least one Representative Council member

and Class Council. Advisors shall be assigned in September.
